“Wood Bat Classic Baseball Tournament”

 Tournament Rules 

1. Tournament is limited to teams that are based in a community/recreation baseball program, such as LL, Cal Ripken, Pony, etc....  Private travel teams are not permitted to register.  

2. Proof of insurance is required to be submitted to the tournament director before you may take the field..  

3. Rosters must be submitted to tournament director prior to your first game.  Roster changes are not permitted after the 1st pitch of the 1st game.

4. No player is permitted to be rostered on another team . 

5.  FORMAT OF PLAY (BRACKETS) TBD AT CLOSE OF REGISTRATION

NOTE: Subject to change based upon enrollment/cancellations which are out of NG’s control.

6. Standings will reflect a teams W/L record, head-to-head, and runs allowed in that order.  In the event that there is still a tie, the tie breaker will be decided by runs allowed against each other.

7. No metal cleats.

8. Infield fly is in effect.

9. Rules that are not covered in the tournament rules will be governed by the Official LL Baseball Rules book.

10. Home team will be decided by a coin toss prior to each game.

11. Only the team manager and 3 assistant coaches will be permitted in the dugout. 

12. No warm-ups on the game infield prior to game. 

13. A regular game will be six innings.  

14. No innings may be started after 1 hour 45 minutes of game play, except in case of tie.  

15. In the event of a tie, 1 extra inning will be played in order to break the tie.  If the game remains tied, the score will  stand as a tie.  This does not apply to the championship game.

16. 10 run rule will be used after 4 innings, 8 run rule will be used after 5 innings.  

17. Bats must be all wood, one piece.  No composite handle/wood barrel bats allowed. 

18. Pitchers are limited to a total of 6 innings pitched during pool play.  One pitch to a batter constitutes an inning pitched.  After pool play concludes, you may re-enter pitchers.

19. Once a pitcher is removed from a game, he cannot re-enter the game as a pitcher.  

20. 9U/10U - Games will be played on 46/60 field dimensions. Runners are tied to the base, and can only release from the base when the pitch crosses the plate.

21. 11U/12U – Games will be played on 50/70 field dimensions.  Runners will be allowed to take a lead to a pre-marked boundary at the bases.

22. Home run balls must be returned to the umpire for handling/presentation.

23. There will positively NO swinging bunts/slash bunts.  Ejection rule applies to any/all violators. NO WARNINGS.

24. There will be no designated hitters (see below batting parameters).

25. Courtesy runners for catchers only with two outs, and must be the player making the last out.  In case of injury, the courtesy runner will be the player who made the last out. The injured player may not re-enter the game in either the field or the batting order.   See Rule #28 for further instruction.

26. Head first sliding to a base is not permitted. Head first sliding back to a base will be permitted. 

27. If a play is being made on a runner, the runner must slide OR avoid contact. The umpire may call out any runner who fails to slide and does not avoid contact. Any FLAGRANT contact may result in ejection of the player from the game and/or the tournament. Fielders are NOT permitted to block bases.  The decision of the umpire is FINAL.  

28. Open substitutions in the field are legal.  

29. Batters do not need to play the field.  You may bat only 9 players, 9 players & an EH, or your entire lineup. If a player is unable to bat due to injury, if you do not have a substitute (a player that is not in the batting lineup), that at-bat will be an automatic out**. Players are not permitted to change their position in the batting lineup. Batters may not occupy more than 1 position in the offensive lineup.  

NOTE:**  If the injury is severe enough to warrant medical care, the tournament director may be petitioned to waive this rule.

30. Each manager will submit their batting order with player names and #'s to the umpire and the opposing team prior to the beginning of the game.  

31. Protests of calls are allowed by the team manager ONLY to the home plate umpire ONLY. Before protesting a call, remember that we're here to promote sportsmanship and be examples to our young men.  Managers are on a “short leash” with this policy, and if the umpire deems your actions as degrading,offensive, or trying to control play, you will be ejected from the game.   

32. Harassing of opposing players, coaches or umpires will not be tolerated in any form; this rule also includes any fans. Anyone breaking this rule will be asked to leave the complex area immediately, NO EXEMPTIONS.  

33. Any game that may need to be suspended for weather will be continued from the point of stoppage.  An official game is considered 4 innings, (3 &1/2 innings if home team is ahead.)

34. Please have your team ready to play 15 minutes prior to scheduled game time. In case of bad weather you must show up to play unless you are contacted by the tournament director or his/her designee.

35. An official scorecard will be given to the umpire at the beginning of each game.  The final score will be recorded on this card, and must be signed by each team manager.  The umpire will turn in the scorecard with batting order to the tournament director.  A game will not be considered official without a signed scorecard.

36. Scores and standings will be kept current at the tournament officials booth.
