• Pilot Last Year

• Swing Metrics
• Connection

• Phase 1: Varsity players, optional JV
• Program purchases sensors, Families purchase membership

• $60/year to SABC

• JV/FS generic account: test/retest

• Can get own sensor ($100)

• Phase 2: next year- all players have sensors
