The museum houses many artifacts from Minnesota's 

grand history of amateur, town-team baseball and cele-

brates other levels of the game in the Land of 10,000 

Lakes, including: minor leagues, college, high school, 

American Legion and VFW.  It also honors Minnesota born 

players to reach the Major Leagues.

Hinckley has made the most state tournament         
appearances among Eastern Minny teams - 23. 

Princeton has 17 state tournament appearances. 

The Eastern Minny League formed in the early 1920s 
and was Minnesota’s first ‘town ball’ league. 

Hinckley’s J.M. Brennan was one of the founders of 
the Minnesota Amateur Baseball Association and 
served as president for 16 years. 

In 1950, 35,318 fans attend the state amateur tourna-
ment in St. Cloud. 

Princeton’s Brian Dorr is tied with 2 others for most 
RBIs in one state tournament game.  He had 8 in 
1998 against Minnesota Lake.  

Hinckley has been awarded the J.M. Brennan Sports-
manship Trophy twice (1951 & 1997), presented to 
the team who showed great sportsmanship during the 
state tournament.  

Rush City’s Andy Saloka (1982) and Hinckley’s Jim 
Brennan (2014) were awarded the Mike Downes    
Memorial Award for outstanding service to Minnesota 
amateur baseball. 

Mora’s Rube Chell (1927), Soderville’s Dave Spencer 
(1951) and Isanti’s Kyle Johnson (2011) were award-
ed the state tournament’s Most Valuable Player.
