By Laws & Constitution Changes
The following changes were presented as changes to be voted on for the 2025 League Constitution and By Laws:
Article 4 Paragraph 5

“Once a game has started, if postponed prior to becoming a legal game, it shall be a suspended game to be completed on a mutually agreed upon date.”

Article 6 Paragraph 8

“Change league meeting absence fee to $25, update verbiage to mandatory meeting.  2nd missed meeting is $50.  Fines to be paid within 10 business days of altercation or the fine will be doubled.  If not paid by end of 10th business day all games will be forfeited until paid.”

Article 4 Paragraph H

“Delete the word helmet”

Article 3 Paragraph A
“Delete - New player contracts must include a copy of a valid driver’s license.”

Article 3 Regulations Add F
“In case of a tie, head-to-head record will be used to determine champion.  If it is still a tie then there will be co-champions.”
