Softball 8u outfield can only make a put out if they catch a ball in the air in the outfield. They must throw the ball to an infielder. Once infielder has possession of the ball, they can go to the base they’re going to. Even if infield overthrows the ball. Even if they’re in the grass for the cut. Once the infielder has possession the ball is dead/play over. 
Motion to go to pitch counts, motion granted
Pitch count rest period 10u/12u/15u/19u to hours from game start of previous game.
Voted on unanimous to go to 24-hour increments from game start time. Charts will be put into the rule change. 
The only inning limit for pitching is 19-year-olds may pitch max 2 innings and only 2 19 year old pitchers per game.
12u and under cannot square around for a bunt then swing at the ball.
Try to know by mid-march/march meeting if you are going to have full teams or need to combine. Combined teams do not need releases; players still belong to their original organization.
If you are short on players, you can share teams not just give those players to another organization.
If doing pods, they need to make sure every player gets a chance to play the amount of games required for playoffs. Pods need to be split as evenly as possible. If you do a pod, every player is allowed to play at the playoffs, the pods come back together for playoff games.
Rings will be used again for playoffs. no trophies for organizations.
Playoffs
Haaa sets up the playoffs, schedules the games, handles cancelations, postponements etc.
Future meetings we are going to try to limit the going around in circles for certain conversations, if there is an issue that a lot of time being spent on it may get paused, to allow Bb/Sb to have the floor then Bb/Sb can leave and reconvene the discussion.
All organizations must attend 8 out of 10 meetings. Organizations must have representation at the Mandatory meetings Jan, May, October, & November.
Rosters must be sent back in the excel format and if adding players send in an entire new roster. 
Releases must be signed and submitted prior to roster/availability submission.
Drafting and eligibility rules, it is the organization’s job to make sure the teams are drafted equally based on player ability. NO STACKING TEAMS.
Haaa is not handling inner organizational drama and disagreements. It is to be handled by the organization themselves
