Riverview High School Baseball Academics

Academic Goals
· For all players to increase their overall GPA in each term
· Team GPA overall by seasons end of 3.2 (unweighted)

Academic Plan
· Grades will be checked approximately every two weeks
· Report Cards will be checked at the end of every nine week period
· ALL grades / GPA’a are subject to the rules set by the FHSAA – any and all players who do not meet or adhere to them are subject to disqualification from playing
· Any player not meeting the minimum requirement of a 2.0 GPA on ANY progress report may be academically ineligible for play per review by the coaching staff and will remain ineligible until those grades are above a 2.0

Academic Expectations
· Athletes are to strive for the highest grades possible in each class
· Student-Athletes are encouraged to attend ELP’s and/or tutoring where needed or requested
· Athletes are expected to self-advocate with teachers to maintain a high level of grades
· D and/or F grades are considered to be below expectation and student-athletes will be held accountable for them

1. Arrive early

2. Sit in the front of the classroom, ask questions 

3. Strive for perfect attendance 

4. Be organized and prepared for each class

Team Related
1. Tardiness:	Players are to be on time and prepared and must inform coaches if they cannot be
2. Absences:	Players must advise the coaching staff they will not be in attendance as soon as possible
3. Lockers:	Players are responsible to keep lockers clean, free from garbage and debris at all times
4. Equipment:	Players must maintain their equipment and be properly dressed for practices and games
5. Work Ethic:	Players must put forth the work ethic needed to improve themselves and the program
6. Team Duties:	Players are responsible for areas within the organization and are expected to fulfill them
7. Communication: Players must refrain from using language deemed unsportsmanlike by the FHSAA

Specific Team Violations
- Theft: Any theft of equipment or personal property may result in immediate dismissal from the program
- Equipment: Taking or borrowing of equipment without permission will result in disciplinary actions
- Disrespect: Disrespect toward coaching staff or teammates will not be tolerated

Major Violations
