BANNER SALES PROGRAM

The SkyHawk Baseball banner sales program helps to fund the baseball program through the sale of advertising banners placed on the inside of outfield fence on the SkyHawk baseball field.  The banners are placed on the fence in the spring and remain up through the fall (generally March through October).  The banners provide an excellent advertising opportunity for businesses with thousands of people seeing them at the hundreds of games played at SkyHawk field each season.  SkyHawk baseball fans will take note of the businesses that are supporting SkyHawk baseball and will support those businesses in return!
Cost:  The cost for the banner to be hung for three years is a onetime fee of $1,000.  
Solicitation:  You can contact businesses yourself or you can complete a banner sales contact sheet and provide the information to the Banner Committee who will contact the business.  Businesses can be contacted personally or by letter with a follow-up phone call.  Attached are a sample solicitation letter and the Banner Contract that should be provided to the business.  The best time for solicitation is January through March when businesses still have advertising dollars to spend and so the banner can hang for the entire baseball season.  The Banner Committee will contact the business to obtain the second and third year payments.
Banners:  The banners are 5 feet by 10 feet and are made of reinforced vinyl that will last at least four years.  The business can provide the banner message on the Banner Contract or can provide a picture or design for the message by “camera ready” copy or by email.  The Banner Committee will coordinate with the business to get the desired message on the banner and will get the banners produced.  The banner message should have a limited number of words so that large letters can be used for maximum readability from the stands.
