a.  Parents are required to work during your team’s home games on a rotation provided by your team manager. Home game shifts include but are not limited to timebox, upstairs/downstairs door and kitchen.
b. Kitchen Responsibilities:
i. Additional Kitchen Shifts – Parents will be expected to work 1-2 additional kitchen shifts throughout the season over and above your own home games. These shifts will be sent out to your team manager as and when shifts are required to be filled, and will be filled on a first come, first serve basis
ii. Shifts will be required for Tournament of Champions, other teams home tournaments, curling bonspiels, provincials etc. Shifts could include but are not limited to timebox, 50/50, upstairs and downstairs door.
7. Booster season pass for gate admission
· $65 per person or $125 per family
· Good for All Hamiota minor hockey home games and tournaments
· Does not include admission into, provincials or any high school games
· Season pass holders names will be posted on hometeamsonline page
8. Cell phone policy – Cell phones and other electronic devices are strictly prohibited in the dressing rooms at all times. All team members must leave their cellphones in a designated secure area or with designated bench staff before entering the dressing room. Exception is for 1 phone to play music only at the coach’s discretion. Any violation of this will result in disciplinary action
9. Parent Respect in Sport (RIS)
· At least 1 parent per family must have parent RIS training.

10. Fees – All hockey fees are due November 1st, if fees are not paid by then, your player will not be permitted on the ice until the fees are paid. Only exception is if an existing payment plan is in place with Hamiota Minor Hockey.
11. Kitchen Fees – Each player will submit a cheque made payable to Hamiota & District Sports Complex, dated Nov 1st. If you miss your first kitchen shift, this cheque will be cashed. If you miss your 2nd kitchen shift, your player will have to miss the next game. Example: if you have 3 children playing in HMH, you will have to write 3 separate cheques of $250 for each player. Once collected by managers, these cheques need to be given to Danton Hintz.
