Our Teams

Baseball 
Since its beginning in 2008, the BCC baseball program 

has climbed to the top of Region 10 and was ranked in 
the National Polls during the 2010, 2011, 2012 and 2013 
seasons. The 2013 squad finished the regular season in 
second place, winning the Region 10 District Tournament, 
making its first appearance at the NJCAA World Series in 
2013 in Enid, Oklahoma. Since baseball began, the program 
has had three All-Americans, and has been successful in 
moving the majority of its players onto play baseball at four-
year schools.  

Volleyball
The BCC Dolphin Volleyball Program started in 2008. 

During its inaugural season, the BCC Volleyball team won 
the Region 10 Division II Volleyball Tournament and earned a 
bid to the NJCAA Division II National Volleyball Tournament 
in Wisconsin. In 2012, the program had two players transfer 
to four-year schools to continue playing.

Women’s Basketball
The BCC Women’s Basketball Program started in 2005. 

The 2011-2012 season will go down as the most successful 
season in school history; four awards were distributed that 
year: All-Region, All-Region Academic, and Third Team All-
American. Since 2005, the women’s basketball program has 
successfully sent players onto play at four-year schools.

Men’s Basketball
The BCC Men’s Basketball Program began in 1995. In 

2005 and 2010, the team won the Region 10 Tournament 
Championship and in 2010 made the school’s first 
appearance in the NJCAA National Tournament. Since the 
program started, the majority of players have moved onto 
four-year colleges, and nine players have moved onto the 
professional ranks after their college years.
