FALL BALL 2025 
MONTICELLO GIRLS SOFTBALL ASSOCIATION INFORMATION
· Player’s age as of September 1, 2025, determines age group (ages 4-12 years old). Players must turn 4 by December 31, 2025 and cannot be older than 12 on September 1, 2025. 

· Fall Ball is a “moving up” season, so the player’s age on September 1, 2025 determine age division. This will be the same age division they will play as in the Spring 2026 season.

· Games will be played on Mondays and Tuesdays, beginning in September through the second week of October.

·  We will be playing by USA Softball rules.

· Parents of 5 yr olds will need to decide, based on their child’s ability, if their child will play Wee Ball or 6U T-ball. If your 5 yr old has never played, Wee Ball is recommended.
· Wee Ball (4 & 5 yr olds) is an introductory instructional division designed to teach basic skills with players hitting off a tee, with no outs or score kept.  
· 6U T-ball (5 & 6 yr olds) is designed to introduce to players to a coach pitching to them while batting, while still using a tee when needed, outs and score will be kept.

· All registered players will be drafted onto a team. Players attending tryouts will be drafted by coaches. Players not attending tryouts will be assigned to a team by random draw. Coaches will draft immediately after tryouts. 

· Only sisters who are in the same age group are guaranteed to be on the same team. Please note on the form if players are sisters.

· Parents may request to move their child up to the next age group. For example, if your player is originally in the 10u, a request can be made to move up to 12u, if she has already played one year in 10u. Players cannot move down an age group. The MGSA board will have final approval of this request, based on player ability and the number of players in an age group. 

· Any special requests must be made before August 1. Once teams are formed no changes will be made.

· New players may be required to provide a copy of their birth certificate.

· All players in 8u and older divisions will be required to wear a fielders’ mask when playing defense (in the infield or outfield). Face guards are also required on all batting helmets for all age groups, including Wee Ball and 6U T-ball.
