MGSA 4-5-year-old T-Ball Rules
EQUIPMENT
1. Jerseys will be given to the players to wear at the games. No jewelry is allowed for safety purposes. 
2. All batters, base runners, and players on deck MUST wear a batting helmet with a facemask.
3. Players may wear cleats or tennis shoes. Metal cleats are not allowed.
4. Bats used in games should be t-ball approved (will state on the bat). Baseball bats are not allowed.
5. A 10-inch safety ball will be used in games.
FIELD
1. Pitching rubber distance is 25 feet and base distance will be 45 feet. 
LENGTH OF GAME
1. Games will have a time limit of 45 minutes, with at least two full innings. Extra innings will be allowed if time permits that both teams will be able to hit. If time is almost up, DO NOT start a new inning. 
2. Visitors bat first in an inning. Home team bats last. Home team is listed last on the schedule. 
OFFENSIVE RULES
1. Four coaches may be used on offense. One to assist the batter and a coach at each base, until the players get used to running bases.
2. All players must be in the dugout when not playing defense, batting or on deck.
3. Each player will be placed in the batting line-up. Every player bats each inning. If a player cannot bat her turn, the batting order continues and that batter will be skipped. Reverse the batting order in the second inning so that the same player does not bat last.  
4. Outs do not count; they are unlimited until the whole line-up has batted for the inning. If a player makes an out, they stay on the field and continue to run. This continues until the team goes through their line-up one time. The last batter can run the bases until she touches home plate.
5. The coach will adjust and place the ball on the tee once fielders and batter are ready. Players should hit the ball, not the tee. Batters will continue their hitting attempt until they hit the ball in fair territory. 
6. When the ball is hit, the batter will advance to first base. All base runners will advance one base at a time per batter.
7. Lead offs, stealing, pinch hitting, infield fly, or protesting is not allowed.
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1.  Two coaches may be used to assist the defense. They are to be located behind the infield and in front of the outfield.
2. Catchers will not be used. Players should be placed in positions, not lined up in a line across the field. Positions are two pitchers on either side of the pitching rubber, 1st base, rover, 2nd base, shortstop, 3rd base.
3. Pitchers should be lined up with the pitching rubber and should not advance towards the batter until the ball is hit. No player should be in front of the pitching rubber.
4. Player positions should be rotated each inning. 
**Players, coaches, and parents are responsible for making sure that trash is not left in the dugouts, in bleachers, or any area in or around the field.
