MGSA 12U/14U RULES
All games will be governed by the Official Softball Rules as published in the Office Guide of USA Softball with the following regulations governing location conditions.
1. Home team keeps the official scorebook. Visitor keeps the scoreboard. Home team is listed last on the schedule
2. Games are 70 minutes and may be called early due to mercy rule (15 after three innings, 12 after four innings or eight after five innings).
3. All players should be in the dugout when not playing, batting, or on deck. 
4. All batters/runners should wear a helmet with a faceguard.
5. All defensive players should wear a facemask while in the field (infielders and outfielders).
6. Catchers will wear full gear during games and at minimum a facemask at practice while catching for a pitcher.
7. Five run limit per inning.
8. All players bat round robin with free substitution.
9. Up to ten players may be used defensively. The tenth player will be an extra outfielder.
10. Pitching distance is 40 feet; a 12-inch ball will be used.
11. A new pitcher will get five warm-up pitches or one minute. 
12. Infield fly rule is in play (must have runners on 1st and 2nd  or 1st, 2nd, and 3rd with less than two outs).
13. Batter can advance on dropped third strike.
14. Stealing is allowed. The runner may not leave/lead off the base until the ball has left the pitcher’s hand. If the runner leaves early, a warning will be given the first time, then called out if this continues. This is not a call that can be appealed.
15. All players should play at least one inning and bat at least once.
16. No metal cleats.
